•	 A Colorado fishing license is required for anglers 16 years and older.

•	 All State of Colorado fishing regulations apply.

•	 Wally Toevs Pond offers fishing for seniors and people with disabilities and 
their companions 15 years and younger. The fishing pier is accessible.
